CALLING FOR CLIMATE CHANGE ADAPTATION SUPPORT FOR HARDEST-HIT, POOR
COMMUNITIES:

I'HE PRIMARY FOCUS OF OXFAM AMERICA ADVOCACY FUND'S (OAAF) INVESTMENT IN 2009
HAS TO WORK FOR CLIMATE CHANGE LEGISLATION THAT INCLUDES SUPPORT FOR
JARDEST-HIT POOR COMMUNITIES. THIS INCLUDES WORK ON THE CASEY-LUGAR BILL,
NAXMAN-MARKEY BILL, AND BOXER-KERRY BILL. OAAF'S IMPACT CAN BE SEEN MOST
CLEARLY IN THE AMERICAN CLEAN ENERGY AND SECURITY ACT OF 2009, WHICH WAS
INTRODUCED AND PASSED IN HOUSE IN JUNE 200S. THE BILL-WHICH INCLUDES $650
MILLION PER YEAR IN INTERNATIONAL ADAPTATION FUNDING AT THE OUTSET, RISING
ro $1 BILLION PER YEAR BY 2022-FEATURES STRONG OXFAM-PROPOSED LANGUAGE ON
~OMMUNITY-BASED PROGRAMS AND SOCIAL SAFEGUARDS FOR INTERNATIONAL ADAPTATION
AND OTHER INTERNATIONAL, PROVISIONS. OXFAM'S WORK TO SECURE CLIMATE CHANGE
ADAPTATION SUPPORT INCLUDED ORGANIZING 75 IN-DISTRICT MEETINGS AND 15,000
JFF-LINE PETITION SIGNATURES. OXFAM SUPPORTED KEY ALLIES IN FAITH, WOMEN'S,
LATINO, AND AFRICAN AMERICAN COMMUNITIES TO BRING GRASSROOTS PRESSURE TO
BEAR ON PASSAGE OF US CLIMATE LEGISLATION. OXFAM HELD EVENTS IN 35 STATES,
CONDUCTED 100-200 SCREENINGS, AND SECURED MORE THAN 5,000 SIGNATURES
INCOURAGING PRESIDENT OBAMA TO HIGHLIGHT THE PLIGHT OF THE MOST

BUILDING GRASS-ROOTS SUPPORT FOR SOCIAL JUSTICE CAUSES:

OXFAM AMERICA ADVOCACY FUND EXPERIENCED SIGNIFICANT GROWTH IN ON-LINE AND
"OFF-LINE" GRASSROOTS LOBBYING EFFORTS IN 2009 RELATED TO FOOD SECURITY AND
THE GLOBAL FOOD CRISIS, AGRICULTURE AND TRADE, AID EFFECTIVENESS, CLIMATE
CHANGE, HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE (ESPECIALLY GENDER-BASED VIOLENCE IN THE
DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF CONGO AND PROTECTING CIVILIANS IN AFGHANISTAN) AND
ADVOCATING FOR TRANSPARENCY OF OIL, GAS AND MINING COMPANY PAYMENTS TO
GOVERNMENTS. GRASSROOTS SUPPORTERS TOOK 86,217 ON-LINE ACTIONS. OAAF
EXPERIENCED A NEARLY 32 PERCENT CONSTITUENCY GROWTH IN 2009 (FROM 125,000 TO
165,000 MEMBERS). THIS GROWTH WAS FUELED BY IDENTIFYING KEY LEGISLATIVE
MOMENTS THAT WERE RECEIVING MEDIA PLAY, LINKING OAAF COMMUNICATIONS TO
GLOBAL SUMMITS LIKE THE G-20 TO GALVANIZE SUPPORTERS, BUYING AD SPACE,
ACQUIRING NEW OAAF SUPPORTERS, EXPANSION OF OUR HUMANITARIAN ACTION TEAM,
AND A MARKED INCREASE IN SIGN-UPS THROUGH OUR EXPANDING CONCERT OUTREACH
WORK.

US GULF COAST EQUITABLE RECOVERY PROGRAM:

OXFAM AMERICA ADVOCACY FUND HAS BEEN WORKING WITH OXFAM AMERICA TO INFLUENCE
LEGISLATIVE PROPOSALS IN CONGRESS AND IN MISSISSIPPI AND LOUISIANA RELATED
TO AN EQUITABLE RECOVERY FROM HURRICANES KATRINA AND RITA TO IMPROVE LIVES
OF LOW-INCOME HOUSEHOLDS. EMPHASIS HAS BEEN ON SAFE AND AFFORDABLE HOUSING,
WORKER RIGHTS, TRANSPARENCY, AND ACCOUNTABILITY. AS URGED WITH OAAF
SUPPORT, THE OBAMA ADMINISTRATION RENEWED THE GULF COAST RECOVERY CZAR
APPOINTMENT IN JANUARY 2009. BASED ON EXPERIENCES WITH THE USE OF KATRINA
FUNDS, OAAF SUPPORTED PARTNERS TO PRESENT CONGRESSIONAL TESTIMONY ON THREE
OCCASIONS AND SUPPORTED MISSISSIPPI-BASED ORGANIZATIONS TO LOBBY FOR
TARGETED USE OF STIMULUS FUNDING. OAAF ALSO SUPPORTED TWELVE GULF COAST AND
SOUTHEAST PARTNERS TO RAISE AWARENESS IN BOTH CONGRESS AND THE MEDIA ABOUT
THE SOCIAL VULNERABILITY AND OVERLAP OF POVERTY AND CLIMATE CHANGE IN THE
SOUTHEAST.
